For some of the 120 people who 
participated in Saturdayôs 5k 
walk-a-thon to raise money for 

Neighbors Helping Neighbors Network, 
it started with a poster at the Middle 
School.

Last month, eighth grader Jenni-
fer Wood put up a poster at her school 
for an event her aunt, Linda Beever, 
was coordinating. It was a 5k geared 
to raise money for the Neighbors Help-
ing Neighbors Network (NHNN) a lo-
cal non-proýt that came into existence 
last year and has the primary objective 
of helping people obtain heating assis-
tance.

Woodôs health class teacher, Eliza 
Adams mentioned the fundraiser in 
class, and Wood said she knew the peo-
ple involved. Once Adams found out 
more about the walk ï and the reason 
behind the walk, she encouraged her 
students to get involved.

ñOur teacher (Adams) had a con-
test between the two classes to see who 
could raise the most money, and it got 
us really pumped,ò Wood said, adding 
students learned about NHNN from 
committee members prior to the walk-
a-thon. ñOur whole class was interested, 
not one person was bored and didnôt like 
the idea.ò

The Friday before the 5k, Middle

Around $15,000 pledged to help for local heating assistance

School participants wore the T-shirts 
for the event, Wood said, and ñtons of 
people asked us what it was about.ò

On the day of the event, the excite-
ment crested. ñEveryone was so happy, 
and we were cheering,ò Wood said.

According to Beever, $6,000 was 
collected on race day, and the non-proýt 
got about $15,000 in pledges.

So many residents of Windham and 
even a few businesses from surround-
ing communities like Gorham extended 
their hands (and their legs, too) to help 
out during the recent 5k fundraiser, she 
said.

Beever described an elderly man 
who arrived by himself with his walker, 
signed up for the 5k, and proceeded to 
tackle the modiýed walking route.

ñHe said, óI am going to do the walk 
now.ô Then, he hugged me. When he 
was done, he told me, óThis is just so 
much fun,ô ò Beever said.

In addition to a motivational Mid-
dle School teacher, Beeverôs niece and a 
couple dozen classmates, about 20 high 
school students participated and earned 
credits toward their community-service 
requirements, Beever said.

Also, there was a group called the 
ñFabulous Five,ò who were all from the 
Windham High School graduating class 
of 1971. They sent emails to all their 
former classmates, and raised a lot of 

money in pledges, Beever said.
Earlier in the planning stages of the 

event, Beever learned from a police of-
ýcer that the non-proýt would need to 
be insured for the event.

According to Beever, CE Carll in-
surance agency from Gorham wrote the 
policy and paid for a year of coverage 
for NHNN ï for future events that re-
quire it.

ñItôs nice to see other communities 
helping us. It gets back to the image (the 
NHNN logo) of people holding hands, 
helping each other,ò she said. ñHelp thy 
neighbor.ò

Gorham-based Shaw Brothers do-
nated to the non-proýt, and ýve local 
businesses pledged money after the T-
shirts listing the sponsors had been de-
signed, she said. The unused food (ener-
gy bars and bottled water) that was do-
nated by Hannaford and Shawôs grocery 
stores was, in turn, given to the Food 
Pantry that serves Windham residents.

ñIôm really proud of the Windham 
residents,ò Beever said. ñEveryone has 
been so helpful. We had plenty of meet-

ings for planning this event, and when-
ever I asked for help I received it.ò

Even the weather for the fundraiser 
was agreeable.

On Sept. 27, the anticipated rain-
storm (that had been a downpour most 
of Sept. 26) held out. There wasnôt even 
a drizzle when the walkers started with 
the Middle School students - way out 
in front - holding a NHNN banner the 
whole way, she said.

The volunteers tied a ribbon across 
the end of the route and cheered and 
applauded as people ýnished, Beever 
said.

It wasnôt until the afternoon, when 
the volunteers ýnished the rafþe draw-
ing, and proceeded to walk the route to-
gether that a light misting of rain began, 
according to Beever.

Wood said she thought a sunny 
day would have brought out a lot more 
people. Still, she canôt wait to do the 5k 
again next year.

Woodôs father said, ñWe were ex-
pected to get hit by a hurricane, and they 
still came out.ò
